BTEC: BTEC Level 3 Extended Diploma DDM in an Engineering subject area, with a minimum of merit in 
Mathematics and Further Mathematics. (UCAS points: 128) 
BTEC Level 3 National Diploma D*D* in an Engineering subject area, with a minimum of merit in Mathematics and 
Further Mathematics.  (UCAS points: 112) 
  
T Levels: T-level (Merit or above) in Construction: Design, Surveying and Planning. (UCAS points: 120)
